Reflection and Discussion Questions for John 6:25-71: 
 

 

1. What is some worldly bread that has been distracting you from the “true bread that comes 

down from heaven”? 

 

 

 

 

 

 

2. We are called to eat this “bread of life”…to “eat His flesh” and “drink His blood”.  Do you 

resonate with the disciples statement that “this is a hard teaching”?  In your own journey 

with Jesus, what does it mean or look like to eat His flesh and drink His blood? 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3. Jesus said in verse 35: “I am the bread of life”.  This is the first of 7 major “I am” (with a 

predicate) statements in John.  Compare this “I am” statement with the other 6 statements 

and consider the broader identity of who Jesus is.

• 10:11, 14 

• 11:25 

• 14:6
